A Bi-parting door consists of (4) panels in an OXXO configu-
ration;
(Stationary, Operating, Operating, Stationary).
The Bi-parting screen kit will consist of (2) Housing / Hinge
assemblies that oppose each other, and that are mounted on the
Stationary panels. The (2) screens share a common head and
sill track, and meet in the center with an astragal. (No side jamb
track is required).

astragal pins into the head and sill tracks. To do this, holes need to be added to the head and sill track(s).
First mark the frame centerline with a pencil on the head and sill tracks.

Next, position the stationary screen panel in the open or extended position, with the drawbar edge in line
with the centerline marks added. Extend the brass pins and mark the locations on the head and sill tracks
in which they will pass through.

Note: After marking these locations, measure the head and sill marks from a common point to insure

plumb.

Finish: Install Strike

Follow the instructions in Step 5 for installation of the strike, installing it in the astragal
R5180 instead of a closer. Please note, the strike pack has a shim that needs to be installed
behind the strike to insure that the latch will operate properly with the strike.

Installation Complete

Make sure all components are properly installed. Check the overall operation of the door.
Drawbar guides should move freely over both the bottom and top tracks and connect squarely
with the closer. If properly installed, the door will want to return to the housing quickly after
breaking contact with strike.
